This, along with the Belgian tasting, offer some great opportunities to try things you wouldn’t normally experience, possibly opening you up to new and exiting beverages to enjoy this holiday season.

A FEW NEW ARRIVALS

Samuel Adams/Weihenstephan Infinium Ale- Lots of hype around this beer, but not a lot of it to go around. If you haven’t heard about this collaboration, Sam Adams and Weihenstephan breweries created this Champagne inspired beer that adheres to the original German  Reinheitsgebot purity laws of brewing from 1516. They bill it as ‘a unique new beer style’, and though it weights in at just over 10%abv, they don’t recommend aging it. Looks like this is the perfect thing for all the beer geeks to pop for New Year’s Eve this year. We are very limited on our supply so we want to limit purchases to one bottle per person, at least through Christmas, so that everyone can have a shot at getting some. $19.99/750ml
You Lucky Bastards! Another small drop of Stone Lucky Bastard just slipped into the store. If you missed this the first time around, be sure to email us or call to set aside a bottle for you. One bottle limit as before.
Brasserie Vapeur ‘de Bises’- Almost a dozen years ago I got to visit Brasserie Vapeur during a trip to Belgium. The time I got to spend here helped to shape my love and appreciation of Belgian beer, from the ancient equipment the brewery uses, the danger and tragedies they have incurred, and the unique appreciation for their beers as they age in ways that sometimes need to be ‘appreciated’ more than they are enjoyed. Their main beer, called Cochonne, is one of the easiest drinking 9%abv beers you will ever come across, and one of the most unique beers of the Saison style. Owner and brewer Jean-Louis Dits is not one to get crazy with making new beers (though they will get super-goofy with their labels and coasters), so Bises is the first new recipe since 2000. The base beer is a fairly light amber with normal Belgian ingredients, with the exception of hops and fig leaves that were cultivated on the family farm adjacent to the brewing barn. Very new to the store and not sampled as of yet, but just wanted to share the story of who they are, as we are sure the beer is just as fun as their usual lineup. $9.49/750ml
Heavy Seas Mutiny Fleet ‘Below Decks’ Barleywine- Still some of the best quality for your dollar when it comes to big beers in big formats, this is the latest of the Mutiny Fleet beers from Clipper City, and one of the first of many Barleywines to emerge over the cold winter months. You should also be on the lookout in the coming months for two barrel aged version of this Barleywine, one in bourbon barrels and another in wine casks. $5.49/22oz
High and Mighty Beer Co. ‘Home For the Holidays’ Oak Aged Winter Ale- Another domestic brewery (http://www.highandmightybeer.com) being championed by righteous Belgian beer importer Shelton Brothers. Makes sense, as this is the brewing project of the younger Shelton, Will, who broke away from the importer side to focus on High and Mighty full time about two years ago. No first hand experience as this is the very first release from them in Virginia, but their reputation is strong. Also nice that part of the sales proceeds go to Iraq and Afganistan war veteran organizations. $7.99/22oz
